Staying Civil – project 
 The Civil Code of Ethics published in 2012 was developed to provide a guideline for civil organizations in Hungary as well as in the European Union. The meaning, the role, the responsobilities abd the challenges of civil society have caused numerous thinkers to share their views, which have depicted a more subtle and more complex picture of the conditions of civil society and its future potentials. 
 The International Conference of Civil Ethics, which took place in Budapest in 2013, provided a platform for various views to be expressed. 14 speakers representing 11 countries shared their thoughts at the conference and helped us gain a better understanding of what it means to be civil. 
 The diversity of the issues raised inspires civil society in Hungary to organize a conference in 2014, where all 28 member states of the European Union will be represented by a major civil organization and they can embrace a Civil Code of Ethics, which will set the guidelines for all member states.
